MISS RUSSELL ð WORD STUDY  

Miss Russell's Word Study pupils have been 

practising their tricky spellings by creating 

'memory hook' word cards and then using them 

in a wonderful bike racing game, which was 

designed by our very own Ms Doekes!

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SCIENCE ð HAWKING CLASS  

Many materials that we use at home contain 

either acid or alkali. Fruit, fruit juices and soft 

drinks contain acid; they taste sour. Detergents 

and many types of cleaning products contain 

alkali. In the laboratory, many substances are also 

either acidic or alkaline.  

 

 
 

For example, hydrochloric acid is an acid and 

sodium hydroxide is an alkali. To learn more 

about acids and alkalis we performed an 

experiment in science this week. We tested how 

acidic or alkaline different solutions are. The 

solutions used were: lemon juice, vinegar, 

bicarbonate of soda, washing powder, 

hydrochloric acid, sodium hydroxide and water. 

To test them we used universal indicator paper. 

This is a particularly useful indicator, not only 

does it show whether a solution is acidic or 
alkaline, it also shows how weak or strong it is. 

Using the pH scale was both simple and fun. It 

enabled us to classify solutions as acidic, alkaline 

or neutral. We learnt that substances with a pH 

from 1 to 6 are acids and the solutions turn red, 

orange, yellow and light green. pH 7 is neutral 

and turns green and finally from pH 8 to 14 are 

alkalis and they turn dark green, blue, and purple.
